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lthough July 4th is celebrated as America's official split 
from Britain's rule and the beginning of the American 

Revolution, the actual series of events show that the process 
took far longer than a single day. The original resolution was 
introduced by Richard Henry Lee of Virginia on June 7, 1776, 
and called for the Continental Congress to declare the United 
States free from British rule. Three days later a committee 
headed by Thomas Jefferson was appointed to prepare an 
appropriate writing for the occasion.  
 

The document that we know as the Declaration of 
Independence was adopted by Congress on July 4th although 
the resolution that led to the writing of the Declaration was 
actually approved two days earlier.  
 

All of this had occurred with some of the delegates to the 
Congress not even present; New York, for example, did not 
even vote on the resolution until July 9th. Even more interesting 
is the fact not a single signature was appended to the 
Declaration on July 4th. While most of the fifty-six names were 
in place by early August, one signer, Thomas McKean, did not 
actually sign the Declaration until 1781.  
 

Nevertheless, July 4th was the day singled out to mark the 
event of the United States establishing itself as a nation.  
 

Independence Day is commonly associated with parades, 
barbecues, picnics, baseball games, and various other public 
and private events celebrating the history and traditions of the 
U.S.. Fireworks have been associated with the Fourth of July 
since 1777.

On June 14, Kathie Youtsler, our Council Vice 
President, reported on her progress on creating a 
Church “Keeping in Touch” communication 
system which will consist of   about eight teams 
with each team having  8-10 members.  All 
members will be assigned to a team.  Each team 
will have a team leader to monthly communicate 
with their team messages and information to and 
from Head Coach Kathie Youtsler.  The goal of 
“Keeping in Touch” is to improve communication 
in the Congregation and make it caring and 
personal, like family, with our members.  Kathie is 
still needing a couple more team leaders, a very 
rewarding position, so give her a call if you are 
interested.  

As discussed at last month’s Council meeting a 
mold test received from Indoor Air Quality 
Solution in April, showed our  air quality  good;  
however, the air humidity level  registered high at 
70%.  As of May, we were able to lower humidity 
to a more acceptable 60%, and now in June, 
thanks to Len Unger’s A/C knowledge, the 
humidity is down to 51%, which is excellent.  
Since the humidity problem has been rectified, all 
pews have been professionally wiped down and 
sanitized to kill any lingering mold.   

Len also reported to the Council that sidewalk 
and parking lights have been repaired along with 
the irrigation system and cleaning of rain gutters.  
Thank you Len!  

The condition of the leaking West Wing roof 
which is beyond patching and needs replacing  
was discussed.  John Bardenhagen reported 
rebuilding with aluminum was way too expensive 
these days.  David Weigel received a bid from 
Covenant Roofing to re-roof the West Wing for 
$50,163 plus any cost to replace rotten wood. 
David talked with two other roofing companies, 
but didn’t received any bids. It was decided to 
table the decision to re-roof the West Wing at this 
time. 

The Council discussed the importance of the 
training Course on “How to Share God’s Love” 
taught by Bill Baker. All Council members except 
one are attending.

The study shows that we have more concerns 
about our future when we’re under 40 than we do 
in our 70s or 80s, be it about the risk of cancer, 
finances, life expectancy and emotional health. 
But the people in the study with the most real-life 
aging experience to draw on — those 85 and up 
— report that in almost every important category, 
life worked out just fine. Up to 90 percent say so 
about meaningful relationships, living 
arrangements, mental sharpness, finances and 
mobility. 
  
Younger adults can cultivate positive attitudes 
toward aging by appreciating the strengths of the 
elders in their own lives, Yale professor Levy 
says. “Develop a portfolio of positive images of 
aging by using four examples of older people you 
admire.” 
 

Christine, a study participant, is a great example. 
“I’m glad I’m here today,” she says. “I, of course, 
still have some health issues that irritate me. 
They get in the way of doing everything that I 
want to do. But few people at 73 are able to do 
everything they want to do. Of course, you got 
your standouts, the biathletes or the joggers. No. 
I want to enjoy life, not kill myself trying to get 
through it. I want to be comfortable, with a roof 
over my head and food on the table, be able to 
travel, enjoy time with my husband.”
